____    Papa’s Pizza Day Coordinator: Contact Papa’s Corporate office to set up two dates (one 

in April and one in October) for this fund raiser. Obtain the official CHS Papa’s Pizza Day flyer 

and make it available to all CHS Baseball families. 

 

____    Concessionaire/Helper: Concessions available at Varsity and JV home games.  Includes 

shopping for concession products, obtaining donated items to sell, schedule game volunteers, 

manage cash box and prepare deposits. 

 

____    Spirit Wear Coordinator/Committee Member: Coordinator contacts the vendor, places the 

spirit wear order, picks it up.  The committee helps decide products to offer, prepares orders for 

delivery. 

 

____    Senior Night Coordinator: Establishes date with head coach, obtains flowers, schedules 

photographer and MC. 

 

____    End of Season(s) Celebration Coordinator: End of spring baseball season celebration is 

traditionally a dessert potluck in the CHS cafeteria. Establish date with head coach, reserve the 

cafeteria with CHS staff member, assign desserts alphabetically to baseball families, decorate 

cafeteria by committee, lead clean-up volunteers.  End of season celebration for Summer 

Baseball varies.  End of season celebration for Fall Baseball is held in October at Papa’s Pizza 

(fundraiser). 

 

____    Team Photographer: Take action shots of baseball games and team photos.  Submit 

photos to web administrator to be posted on the website.http://www.churchillbaseball.com 

 

____    100 Inning Game: Help on 100 Inning Game letter day.  Establish date for 100 Inning 

Game, decide main course, assign side dishes, desserts, drinks and picnic sundries, alphabetically 

to baseball families.  Lead volunteers in set-up and clean-up. 

 

____    Uniforms/Fees: Size players for uniforms.  Check uniforms out, collect fees, check 

uniforms in, wash, mend, store, inventory.   

 

____    Mower:  Varsity perimeter mower. Includes mowing boulevard between sidewalk on 18

and field fence, area between outdoor batting cage and gate to football field, field entrance.
